• Not the light but a witness to the light 
v8

• Jesus is the true light

• John could only point to that light 

• He could not provide what Jesus could



JESUS REJECTION BY THE JESUS REJECTION BY THE

• The ‘world’ did not recognise him
• Even if he came back now to ‘act’ the people 

would still not recognise/follow him
When Jesus came to Birmingham they simply 

passed him by,
They never hurt a hair of him, they only let him 

die

They only passed down to street, and left him 

in the rain
